InnerLandscapes Dance Theater is a NYC based all women dance theater collective consisting of choreographers Nomi Bachar, Nicole Holst, Amiti Perry, and Kathryn Sullivan.  Each season the collective decides on an overall theme that unites the different pieces and gives them an artistic focus.  “Feminine Impact “relates to the impact women have had on different cultures, through their deeds and actions, and to the triumph of the female spirit in overcoming societal obstacles. Performances will include video projections, live and recorded music, and spoken text, combining highly theatrical forms with contemporary choreography

On this program, Nomi Bachar will present a physical theater work entitled “Lifeshed”, based on a true story. A young man traveled to Thailand, and there bought a fourteen-year-old girl from her brother for a week for $1,000.00. The week began with him having sex with her, and escalated to rape, physical and emotional abuse. The piece explores the torment of both the victim and victimizer.

 Nicole Holst’s work  “Never Give a Lady a Restive Horse”, seeks to explore the staunch formality of the Victorian era and the rebellion against it. By juxtaposing text from actual etiquette books of the time period with movement, this work both contradicts and illuminates the underlying cultural shift, which ultimately gave way to the uninhibited carefree 1920’s. 

Amiti Perry premieres two new works. “Watershed” is an impassioned physical journey through charged meditation, using vivid imagery of water and light to reveal the raw core of a timeless cycle. In collaboration the composer David Morneau and his animated distortions,” A/break; 1” is an energized concoction of angles, shifts and fierce diversions, which melds the worlds of flesh and fiction as the female figures deconstruct their electric environment.

 Kathryn Sullivan offers” Veiled,” which was inspired by My Forbidden Face, a book by Latifa about growing up under the Taliban rule of the 1990’s.  Fundamentalist Islamic Laws were imposed on all Afghanistan women and they were forbidden to go outside of their homes without a burka. This contemporary work profiles one young girl’s plight and explores how if affected her psychologically.

InnerLandscapes Dance Theater was founded in 1999 by Nomi Bachar, as a collective of decision making women, intended to utilize all elements of dance theater, in order to create works that are dramatic, thought provoking and visually stunning.  Past productions have included Evidence of light at Joyce SoHo, Love notes /Death Threats & Radiant Imprints at Merce Cunningham Studio and Journeys to the Known at Raw Space 42nd St.    For more info- www.innerlandscapesdt.com.
